Comments on new 2.4mR rules

At the Class Rule Submission 2002 to ISAF we were advised to  rewrite the rule according to ISAF Standard Class Rules, SCR. This has now been done.

When the SCR is used, it is not needed to define matters that are defined in Equipment Rules for Sailing, ERS. As SCR is made mainly for One Design Classes it will be necessary to split the old rule in parts and place them in new positions according to SCR. That will cause us some troubles to find different rules in the beginning.

When rewriting the rules it has been found some clauses that need to be amended besides those that we already know that we want to amend.

	Most of what is said in 8.1.1 can be deleted as the definition of boat in ERS is sufficient for boat in racing condition. Upon that we have the equipments defined in the rule C.6.1

	The text about the extra 35kg is deleted.

	3.12.2.5
	G.3.2 (b) re the battens dividing the leech
	As the word approximately in “dividing the leech into approximately equal parts” is not easy to define a tolerance has been inserted

	
	F.2.2 (a)  The mast datum point is defined
	The datum point has been defined as a point placed the measure I from the fore stay rigging point. The fore stay will hardly be moved on the mast. Having the datum point it will be easy to check that the mast is not higher than permitted without knowing other measurements of the boat. When buying or borrowing masts from each other it can happen that that mast will be too high

	
	C.5.2 mandatory equipment paddle and towing rope
	This was not in the old rule, but should be there.

	
	C.9.2 (b) tolerances for mast step
	It should not be permitted to incline the mast towards windward while racing by having a movable mast heel

	
	C.9.3 (b) re lower point definition
	Some sailors think that it is permitted to lower the boom below the measurement band and keep the sail at the band. This should not be  permitted.

	Checking the weight of the boat is not in the current rule, but it has been a practical way tto check that the boat floats on its marks and complies with the rating

	
	C.7.1
	This is not expressed in the current rule, but is implied.

	
	D.9.1 (a) (3) re measure J
Already decided by the board in Florida
	In order to assure that the mast will not be aft of a point corresponding to the measure J while racing there should be a fitting that prevents the mast to come further aft. Some boat designs have the mast hole so narrow that the fitting will not be needed

	
	E.3.3 re fittings on the outside of the keel
	Some sailors think that they can place a fitting (as the materials for building the keel don’t include steel or lead) outside the keel to protect from groundings. This rule will give effect if the ballast is limited

	3.12.2.3
	G.3.4 re Top width is inserted and head board deleted
	The current rule only describes the head board. With modern sail materials it is possible to make a rather wide top. Like Americas Cup boats?

	
	J.3 re colours of Insignia
	Was decide in Florida

	
	D.2.2
	In the current rule the word “covering board” is used. This is not defined in ERS. Sheerline acc to ERS is a point that will be in the air. It is more practical to measure from a point on deck. 15mm has been chosen as the maximum tumble home is 15mm and most boats have a diameter of the rounding smaller than 30mm. The measurement point will be used to measure the height of the mast datum point.

	D.6.1 (c)
	There is a contradiction in the current rule 3.2 last paragraph “outer edge of the length mark” L1/L2 and 3.11 “the inner edges of the marks denote the measurement point”. 

	
	D.6.3 (d)
	No boats have the L1 station forward of the L station, but reading the current text it may be possible. This should not be permitted. 

	
	G.2.2 (c)
	In order to check the sails on regattas it is needed to know which sail corresponds to which design (J and E)

	
	C.9.4 (b)
	It is a wish in the class not to permit adjustable shrouds.
